Word of the Year – 
If you have or want a word of the year write it here. You can also write an accompanying theme if you would like.

Current of the seven decisions – 
This is referring to the Seven Decisions from the book, The Traveler’s Gift. It is a process of reading one of the decisions every morning and evening for 21 days. This would be the decision currently being read. 
 
Your WHY
Write down the reason or purpose you are here. How have you been made? What are you good at? What do you feel are your strength? 
 
Your Mission
This is where you write down what you’re supposed to do with your life, based on your purpose.
 
Your Vision - 
This is the larger picture: seven years in the future. This is where you look down the road and dream big. 

Core Values
These are the values that are the foundation your life is built on. Listing them and reading through them will remind you of who you are.

Life Principles
These are overviews of the Seven Decisions from Andy Andrews’ book, The Traveler’s Gift. And the twelve principles from the book, The Legend of the Monk and the Merchant by Terry Felber. You can use these or not. I would recommend reading both of these books. It will help you understand why and connect with these principles.
